Gill pointed out that the Trust worked aongside the government, the private
sector, NGOs and with ordinary people to do various projects on land and in water aimed at
protecting the marine environment.

Outlining some of the projects that the Trust would be involved in this year, he noted that
several of these are community based. We are starting one in Qigtins right now. We have
an artificial reef project and areef ball project where there are 30 reef balls on the South
Coast and these are doing very well in creating a habitat for fish and a sub-strait for corals
and other marine life to start growing on, he said. Gill noted that the Trust was starting an
activity where average persons could build the reef balls that would be placed in Qistins.

Furthermore, he pointed out that such a venture could have a positive impact on that
community of fisherfolk. This will give fishermen a chance to get involved in the tourism
sector and take tourists out to snorkelling on the reef balls or out fishing, he outlined.
